Report Cards noting the child’s progress and/or performance in the classroom are sent home every six weeks.  The parent or guardian must sign the report card and return it to the school by the student.  Conferences may be requested concerning student reports.

The evaluation of student achievement is one of the most important functions of the teacher.  Our grading system is as follows:

After each six weeks marking period, there is an honor roll posted in the main hallway at the school.  To make the “A” Honor Roll, a student must earn A’s in all academic subjects and PE.  To make the “A/B” Honor Roll, a student must earn an A or B in all academic subjects
