TRUANCY POLICY 

OF THE WHITE COUNTY SCHOOL

SYSTEM
The White County Board of Education believes that attendance is a key factor in student achievement.  The Board encourages every positive and innovated means that will contribute to improving student attendance, recognizing that school personnel, parents, and the students themselves share the responsibility.  Students are expected to be present and on time each day that school is in session.

TCA 49-06-3007 states that students and/or guardians who accrue 5 unexcused absences during the school year must be turned over to the juvenile authorities in their county of residence.  To better help parents prevent court proceedings, each school will send a letter of warning when a student has three (3) unexcused absences.  When the student misses the fourth (4th) day, and it is unexcused, the Supervisor of Attendance will meet with parents or legal guardians to determine how to improve attendance.  If, and when, the fifth (5th) unexcused absence occurs, a court petition will be written and served according to state law and White County Policy.
